I.
Background

The Economic Cooperation Organization (ECO) and the UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) have agreed to cooperate in the field of science, technology and innovation (STI) statistics through sharing of knowledge and experiences on what both organizations do and to combine their efforts in the framework of institutional capacity building in ECO member states. Therefore, joint efforts are undertaken with the aim to achieve greater international comparability and harmonization of STI statistics.  

The ECO and the UIS in collaboration with the Statistical Centre of Iran (SCI) of the Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran are therefore planning to organise a joint capacity building workshop on STI indicators in Tehran, Islamic Republic of Iran from 8 to 10 December 2013. 

The workshop will focus on the concepts and methodologies on collecting the statistics needed to comply with the international requirements in the field of STI, in particular Research and Development (R&D) and Innovation statistics, as well as the underlying policy aspects. Other important issues to be analyzed for the participating countries are innovation processes and the need to link STI data and policy to major economic policies.
II.
Objectives

a. To analyze recent international experiences and trends regarding science, technology and innovation policy-relevant indicators.

b. To discuss science, technology and innovation policy-relevant indicators for developing countries.

c. Training of high-level technical staff from STI policy bodies and statistical bodies in ECO countries.

d. To increase the number of countries regularly producing quality STI indicators in the region.

e. To strengthen local capacities for the production of such indicators, with the final aim of establishing sustainable local STI statistical systems.

f. To promote the use of STI indicators to support evidence-based STI policy making.

g. To share experiences with other developing countries in the field of STI indicators, and to address the problems that countries may have encountered in collecting STI statistics.

h. To generate initiatives related to good practices that might be relevant in other countries of the region.

i. To gain knowledge about the particular characteristics of STI statistics data collection and use in the context of ECO countries.

j. To provide information on how UIS uses the data collected from countries and reports to national statisticians on some of the global initiatives underway in the area of STI statistics.
k. To provide input to the discussion regarding future ECO and UIS related activities in the field of STI indicators in the participant’s countries.
